Narratives

Disaster Damage:

According to Governor Perrys Texas Rebounds Report November 2008, the 2008 hurricane season will go down in history as having been
particularly unkind to Texas. The State was impacted by Hurricanes Ike and Dolly and a significant tropical storm within a 52 day time frame.
Hurricane lke, the most damaging, was enormous, 900 miles wide, and the size of West Virginia. As it rolled across the Gulf of Mexico, lke
grew from a Category 2 storm to a powerful Category 4 that unleashed a 20-foot storm surge that engulfed Galveston and other coastal areas,
proving to be the third-most destructive storm to hit the United States. Hurricane Dolly, although less damaging only in absolute terms, had
already struck the south Texas coastline as a Category 2 hurricane. It was the most destructive storm to hit the Rio Grande valley in over four
decades. ELIGIBLE COUNTIES: Hurricane Dolly (FEMA-1780-DR) and Hurricane Ike (FEMA-1791-DR) Anderson, Angelina, Aransas, Austin,
Bowie, Brazoria, Brazos, Brooks, Burleson, Calhoun, Cameron, Cass, Chambers, Cherokee, Fort Bend, Galveston, Gregg, Grimes, Hardin,
Harris, Harrison, Hidalgo, Houston, Jasper, Jefferson, Jim Hogg, Jim Wells, Kenedy, Kleberg, Leon, Liberty, Madison, Marion, Matagorda,
Milam, Montgomery, Morris, Nacogdoches, Newton, Nueces, Orange, Panola, Polk, Refugio, Robertson, Rusk, Sabine, San Augustine, San
Jacinto, San Patricio, Shelby, Smith, Starr, Trinity, Tyler, Upshur, Victoria, Walker, Waller, Washington, Wharton, Willacy.

Recovery Needs:

On November 28, 2008, HUD made an initial one-third allocation to Texas for $1,314,990,193 in disaster recovery supplemental funds from
the Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) Program for public infrastructure, economic development, and housing needs as a result
of natural disasters that occurred in 2008 in the State of Texas, namely Hurricanes Dolly and lke. These funds will be allocated among 11
regions in the affected areas of the state based upon FEMA damage assessments as of December 1, 2008 under the following activities:
Housing $622,752,828 47.36%

Non-Housing Infrastructure $587,328,615 44.66%

Economic Development $2,600,000 0.20%

Planning $36,559.240 2.78%

State Administration $65,749,510 5.00%

Housing Activities will be managed by the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA), while Non-Housing Infrastructure,
Economic Development and Planning Activities will be managed by the Office of Rural Community Affairs (ORCA). Project identification and
funding amounts for eligible activities will be determined by local leaders through regionally developed Methods of Distribution. Grants will be
awarded for two year periods beginning in mid 2009.

Demonstration of Projected Unmet Needs

The State of Texas, following the extraordinarily difficult 2008 hurricane season, prepared the Texas Rebounds report to estimate the financial
impact of Hurricanes Dolly and Ike. This report broke the financial needs to achieve complete recovery into several categories. The report
indicates a total of $29.4 billion is needed to meet the needs presented by Hurricanes Dolly and Ike. To date, the State of Texas has been
allocated only $3.1 billion in CDBG disaster recovery funds and in combination with FEMA funds, SBA efforts, and other assistance, still does
not fulfill the financial needs to achieve long-term sustainable and resilient recovery. The findings of this are summarized in Table 3 of the
State of Texas Plan for Disaster Recovery &ndash Amendment No. 1.

Eligibility of infrastructure activities was determined using various methodologies that utilized appraisal district information, the US Geological
Survey (USGS) National Land cover Database 2001, and grant application project descriptions and engineering estimates. Pro-rata
determinations for DREF eligibility were then based on residential benefit as determined via base data on residential properties (which
includes parcels, acres, and/or structures) and proportionate benefit of risk-reducing expansion above and beyond baseline reconstruction.

The Texas Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA), in cooperation with the Texas Department of Housing and
Community Affairs (TDHCA), conducted public hearings in Groveton on November 17, 2010, in Houston on
November 18, 2010 and in Harlingen on November 19, 2010 to obtain comments regarding the Hurricanes Dolly/lke
Action Plan Amendment No. 3 Disaster Recovery Enhancement Funding (DREF) totaling $67,949,391 to the State
of Texas. Based on pro-rata distribution basis, stated in the Action Plan Amendment No. 1, 68.8% ($46,747,494) is

allocated for non-housing activities while 31.2% ($21,201,897) is allocated for housing activities.

The public comment period for the Action Plan Amendment No. 3 ran from November 9, 2010 through November
30, 2010. Staff reviewed the comments received and finalized the Action Plan Amendment No. 3, and TDRA
managerial staff approved it. The Action Plan Amendment No. 3 was submitted to HUD on December 3, 2010 and



TDRA is waiting for HUD approval of the Amendment.

Non-Housing (Infrastructure): The Texas Department of Rural Affairs has awarded all $591,232,326 (100%) related
to CDBG Disaster Recovery Funding. Awards & Contracts Round | (as of 12-31-10)

Infrastructure Awards - TDRA has awarded $591,232,326 (100%) to 230 communities. All eligible applications have
been awarded.

Environmental - 641 Environmental Review Records have been assigned, of which 355 (55%) of the total number of
ERRs have been certified (approved).

Engineering - Plans for 1,493 individual construction sites have been submitted for review, of which 1,158 (78%)
have been approved.

Construction - Staff is anticipating construction contracts for 2,279 individual construction sites. 525 (23%) of these
construction contracts have been awarded and 59 have completed construction.

Economic Development

Deep East Texas Council of Government (DETCOG)

1. TDRA staff requested an activity update from DETCOG to ascertain the number of loan applications that had
been received.

2. DETCOG submitted their first quarterly report on November 15, 2010. One loan application is under
preliminary review. TDRA staff is currently providing technical assistance as DETCOG reviews potential new loan
applications.

City of Galveston

1. The City of Galveston has continued work on finalizing its economic development program to assist Galveston
businesses impacted by Hurricane Ike. At this time, total funding for Galveston&rsquos economic development
program is anticipated to be $2,500,000.

2. TDRA staff provided technical assistance to Galveston during the week of December 6, and continues to
provide assistance.

South East Texas Regional Planning Commission (SETPRC)

1. As of November 19, SETPRC submitted a Reuest for Payment in the amount of $68,793 for administration and
project delivery funding.

2. As of November 12, all economic development loan applications had cleared environmental review and
SETRPC had completed execution of all loan documents. SETRPC is continuing work on entering loan
recipientsuo; direct deosit information into the Grantees&rsquo accounting system.

3. SETRPC submitted a Request for Payment to TDRA in the amount of $1,567,600 which represents loan
proceeds for 96 businesses in the Grantees&rsquo service area. It was forwarded to TDRA-DR Finance on
December 27, 2010.

Round Il Applications (as of 12-31-10)
Applications

1. Dolly/lke Round 2, Phase 1 Pool Funding &ndash TDRA received 35 Pool applications totaling $20,229,098.
The total amount available under Phase 1 is $6,558,089, leaving $13,671,009 in unmet need. Staff continues to
conduct the internal TDRA review on the applications and is sending screened applications to the TDRA Fair
Housing Compliance Consultant for her review and feedback. All deficiency letters have been mailed out and the
requested documentation is being received from communities. The first set of applications has been forwarded to
the Housing Advocates for the 10-day Fair Housing Conciliation Agreement review.

2. Dolly/lke Round 2, Phase 1 Partial MOD Funding &ndash TDRA received 41 COG Partial MOD applications
totaling $189,766,499. This leaves a balance of $81,990,051 of funds that were allocated but not applied for in the
Partial MOD application process. Staff has conducted first reviews on each of these applications and all deficiency
letters have been sent out. The TDRA Fair Housing Compliance Consultant is also conducting her review of the
applications. The first set of applications has been forwarded to the Housing Advocates for the 10-day Fair Housing
Conciliation Agreement review.

Methods of Distribution (MODSs)

1. Project descriptions were compiled for the Lower Rio Grande Valley Development Council, South East Texas
Regional Planning Commission, Houston-Galveston Area Council and the Deep East Texas Council of
Governments. The information was posted on TDRA&rsquos website and the comment period ran from October 26,
2010 through November 9, 2010. This information was approved by TDRA and sent to HUD for their review.



Housing: The Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA) has awarded $621,448,377 for
housing activities related to CDBG Disaster Recovery Funding in the hurricane impacted areas with reported
housing damage. This funding is comprised of $562,613,464 awarded to 18 sub-recipients and $ 59,926,832 for
rental set-aside.

Over 80% of housing funds are dedicated to assist low-to-moderate income households. The 18 CDBG Disaster
Recovery awardees compromised of 13 sub-recipients in the Ike impacted region and five in the Dolly impacted
region. Over 4,700 households are anticipated to be assisted with rehab and reconstruction assistance of owner-
occupied housing and multifamily and small rental rehab and reconstruction. In addition, sub-recipients will be
providing various activities, including code enforcement and planning, demolition and down payment assistance. It
is also anticipated that a dozen buy-outs will occur along the upper coast.

During the 4th Quarter 2010, a total of $13,054,678.02 was expended. There was $104,263.22 in administrative
expenditures, $313,846.12 in planning expenditures, $4,112,416.84 in project delivery, and $8,524,151.84 in
program expenditures. In particular, $7,609,263.34 was incurred for multifamily rental housing, while the remainder
was for down payment assistance and single family housing.

Cumulative expenditures for this round of disaster funds total $ 42,171,460.84. There was $1,505,197.63 in
administrative expenditures, $313,846.12 in planning expenditures, $17,121,699.20 in project delivery expenditures,
and $23,230,717.89 in program expenditures.

National Objective numbers were entered for the City of Houston; no other National Objective numbers were
reported for the current quarter.

The City of Houston will provide rental housing rehabilitation, reconstruction and/or new construction assistance activities for
multi-family units (2,552 units proposed) of which all single unit structures will be occupied by low to moderate income
